Fruit of the Vine:

The image of the vineyard and tenants and fruit
might lead us to think that the fruit we are to
produce as faithful disciples is something that
only occurs in the future. In fact, God has already
given us the fruit of the vine and with this the
strength we need to produce even more abundant fruit.

This image of “fruit of the vine” can have many meanings, one of
them being the good works we perform for others in our daily
living. More specifically, with respect to Mass, we are offered the
“fruit of the vine” as Jesus’ precious Blood at Holy Communion.

GIRM no. 281 states that Communion under both kinds is a
“fuller sign value”. It further states that the reason for this is
that the new covenant was ratified in Jesus’ blood and in this
the relationship between our Eucharist banquet and the
messianic banquet can more clearly be seen. Everyone should
be encouraged to partake in the fuller sign of God’s love for us.

Caroline Ministries

The Caroline Ministries was established several years ago at St.
Peter the Apostle as an outreach program providing regular
visits to the homebound, the lonely, the grieving, individuals in
ill health, individuals in the hospital and/or nursing homes,
those who feel abandoned, and as a venue to give support to
caregivers. There are no age limits. The ministry serves the
young and old alike.

Visits are tailored to the needs of the people served, whether to
pray together, play a game together or simply have
conversation (personally or by telephone). Visits are likewise
intended to provide caregivers a break from their
responsibilities and to take time for themselves.

It is the goal of St. Peter the Apostle’s Caroline Ministries to
insure that our Christian community will always be secure in
knowing that we care and we will be there.
