The crochet group makes plastic sleeping mats for the homeless
using grocery store type plastic bags. New Life for Old Bags is a
collaboration of volunteers of all ages coming together to make
sleeping mats for the homeless. The mats help insulate from the
cold and damp, but also making laying on cement a bit more
comfortable.

The process of making “plarn” involves cutting plastic bags and
rolling them into balls to crochet. Volunteers are need to both
cut and crochet. If you are an experienced crochet hobbyist,
bring a P or Q hook, and bags will be provided. If crocheting isn’t
in your wheelhouse, but would like to help, then come with a
pair of sharp scissors to cut plastic bags to roll into balls.

In addition to helping over a thousand homeless people sleep
more comfortably, and recycling thousands of plastic bags, this
ministry brings people together in fellowship as well.

The group meets the first and third Tuesday of the month.
