IN VERITATE ET IN CARITATE

In our readings today, we hear that God loves all of us —
the lowly, the poor, the foolish, the weak and the humble.
In our Gospel message, we hear the beautiful words of the
Beatitudes, reminding us that we receive many blessings
from God. What is a blessing? Earlier this month, we
provided blessed chalk for you to bless your home.
Entering into Church, you make the sign of the cross using
water that has been blessed. At the end of Mass, the priest
blesses everyone. Blessings abound in the celebration of
our faith, but do we understand the significance of
“pblessing”?

“Blessing” is asking God to give His divine favor to a
person, object or place, so that, through the favor or
blessing of God, whoever or whatever is blessed becomes
strengthened in opposing and driving out evil. Using Holy
Water to bless ourselves as we enter and leave Church
reminds us, and the devil, of our baptismal vows, when we
were first claimed for God and received forgiveness of our
sins. The blessing at the end of mass is to strengthen us to
go into the world to proclaim the message of salvation,

to oppose evil. Using blessed chalk, or salt or holy water,
or praying with a blessed rosary brings God’s grace to our
actions and can make them holy.

In the Beatitudes, we learn that we receive the grace of
God; we become blessed in our struggles: when we are
poor in spirit, when we mourn, when we are persecuted for
seeking righteousness, when we are attacked because of
our faith. God is with us in these difficult moments and
grants us grace to help face them and overcome them.
When we live in accord with God’s teaching: longing for
righteousness, being meek in our interactions, showing
mercy, striving for purity of heart, acting as peacemakers;
God rewards us with more grace.

When we say to someone: “God bless you” or simply
“Bless you,” whether in response to a sneeze or as an
honest wish of blessing, we are asking God to grant this
person special graces. When we speak these words, and

| encourage all of us to speak them often, we are offering
our prayers to God, and asking God to help us “...avoid the
near temptation of sin.” which we pray in every Our Father.

In closing, | invite everyone to receive a special blessing this
coming week. On Friday, February 3rd we will celebrate the
Feast of Saint Blaise with the traditional Blessing of Throats.
The blessing is open to everyone, so invite your friends to
join you. The blessing will take place following the 8:00 am
mass on Friday, February 3rd; and will also take place
following all weekend masses on February 4th and 5th.
This specific blessing is to help keep everyone free from all
diseases of the throat and every other iliness. This time is
often known as the cold and flu season, a perfect time to
receive the blessing of Saint Blaise.

May God continue to grant you His plentiful blessings.

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MEMORIAL OF SAINT BLASE, BISHOP AND MARTYR
On February 3, the Church celebrates the Feast of Saint Blasé, a
Bishop and Martyr of the early Church. For many centuries, Saint
Blasé has been the patron saint of those with ailments of the
throat, and likewise, he has been the Saint to ask for his prayers
to protect you from throat ailments and every other illness.

We know that the Bishop Blasé, was martyred in Armenia in
the year 316. Blasé was a good bishop, working hard to
encourage the spiritual and physical health of his people.
Eventually, he was arrested for his Christian Beliefs, and when
in prison, a mother came with her young son who had a fish
bone caught in his throat. At Blasé’s command the child was
able to cough up the bone. By the year 800 the custom of
blessing throats was spreading across Europe.

Saint Blasé is seen as one example of the power those have
who give themselves entirely to Jesus. With faith we can
follow the lead of the Church in asking for Blasé’s protection.

Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time

REFLECTION - GOSPEL READING:
Matthew 5:1-12a
Jesus teaches what it means to be happy.
Background on the Gospel Reading
Today’s reading is the beginning of Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount,
which is found in Matthew’s Gospel. The form of the Beatitudes
found here is not unique to Jesus. Beatitudes are found in the Old
Testament, in the psalms, and in wisdom literature, for example.
They are a way to teach about who will find favor with God.

We quickly note in this reading that the people whom Jesus calls
“blessed” and “happy” are not people we think of as blessed or
happy. . . the poor in spirit, the meek, the persecuted. This Gospel
is one of reversals. Jesus’ blueprint for happiness reflects little of
what the world might call happiness.

“Blessed” is sometimes translated as happy, fortunate, or favored.
In other words, Jesus is saying that divine favor is upon those who
are poor, those who mourn, those who are persecuted. This news
might have been welcome—and surprising—to the crowds who
heard Jesus that day.

The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian
living. Our vocation as Christians is not to be first in this world,
but rather to be first in the eyes of God. By referring to the good
things that the faithful will experience, Matthew reminds us that
those who act in the manner described in the Beatitudes will find
their reward with God.
