As we come to the midpoint of our Season of Creation, we 
turn to the goal of “Ecological Economics”. This goal reminds 
us that the economy should exist for the benefit of all people, 
and not the other way around. It should not be the case that 
some persons are harmed to benefit others. 
Somc concepts to be considered are sustainable production, 
fair trade, and ethical consumption of resources, as well as 
ethical investments and the divestment from fossil fuels. Any 
economic activity harmful to the planet and its people should 
be avoided and investment in renewable energy should be 
encouraged. 
Simple things we can do to support the local economy and 
reduce our environmental impact include supporting local 
farmers’ markets and local businesses. Several surrounding 
communities have farmers markets each week and provide 
locally grown or manufactured foods. Another way to lessen our 
environmental impact is to return to the tradition of meatless 
Fridays. Consuming less meat each week has a very positive 
impact on the environment and adheres to the intention of the 
United States Conference of Bishops (USCCB) when they 
removed the mandate to abstain from meat on Fridays. 
To quote the USCCB: 

“Friday itself remains a special day of penitential observance 
throughout the year…For this reason we urge all to prepare 
for that weekly Easter that comes with each Sunday by freely 
making of every Friday a day of self-denial and mortification 
in prayerful remembrance of the passion of Jesus Christ.  
Among the works of voluntary self-denial and personal 
penance which we especially commend to our people for the 
future observance of Friday, even though we hereby 
terminate the traditional law of abstinence binding under 
pain of sin, as the sole prescribed means of observing Friday, 
we give first place to abstinence from flesh meat. We do so in 
hope that the Catholic community will ordinarily continue to 
abstain from meat by free choice as formerly we did in 
obedience to Church law…”
