The season of Lent is a time of prayer, fasting, and alms-
giving. If you aren’t sure what “alms” are, if you have any
and how you are to give them away, please keep reading.
Traditionally, alms are defined as money or food that is given
to the poor. This is a well-recognized definition and is one
very good way to fulfill this Lenten tradition.

A more modern take on alms-giving is the sharing of our
time, talent and treasure with others. God has graced some
with more treasure than others, and each of us has unique
talents that we can use in service to ourselves, our families,
and our community. But the one item we all have in equal
abundance is time. With the exception of last Sunday, there
are twenty-four hours in a day, no more, no less.

Most of us spend a good portion of our time working, earning
that “treasure” that allows us to provide for ourselves and
others. We all spend another large portion of our day resting
and sleeping, if we are being responsible and watching out
for our health. But this still leaves each of us with “free time”,
time to do other things. And this is the time we can use for
alms-giving.

Giving of ourselves in service to others is something we are
called to do as followers of Christ. Spending time with family
or with friends allows us to “be Christ” to them. We can laugh
with them, listen to them, support them, celebrate or
commiserate with them; share ourselves with them.

During this Lenten journey, | encourage everyone to reach
out to a family member or friend whom you have not recently
been in contact with. If you still have them, re-read some of
their Christmas letters or cards, and call them or write them
back. Reconnect with them and strengthen old friendships.
Let them know that during Lent you are thinking about them
and praying for them.

Another choice you can make in giving of your time as an
alms offering is to volunteer. Here at Saint Peter’s,
opportunities abound! We have a wide range of ministries
and groups that can all benefit from new members. Whether
you come on Mondays to help make lunches for the needy,
learn how to make “plarn” mats for the homeless, support
liturgical ministries as a lector, Eucharistic minister, usher,

or altar server, or help out in cleaning and taking care of our
buildings and grounds. Service organizations like the Knights
of Columbus and St. Peter's Women'’s Club are very involved
throughout the year in helping our parish, our community,
and greater world in general.

As we continue our Lenten journey, remember that each
of us, regardless of age, financial situation or experience,
has the exact same amount of time each day to use.

We choose how to spend that time. If each of us spends
some portion of it in service to others, we will transform the
world.

Dear Parishioners:

On February 15th, the parish was notified that JS Paluch, our long-time bulletin publisher, would be going out of business, and that effective with

the March Sth bulletin, the parish would need to secure other means for publishing. Needless to say, with such short notice, it has been a bit of a scramble
to determine the next steps. In investigating alternative options, it became clear that the bulletin would need to skim down to 8 pages and that the quantity
printed would also need to be reduced. Until this time, the parish has not incurred any expense for printing the bulletins, as it was subsidized by advertiser
revenue. In looking back at the past year or more, it is evident that advertiser support dropped significantly; as such, in exploring alternative bulletin print

vendors, it became clear that other publishers cannot offer the same benefit.

Although the parish has not received any funds from JS Paluch for current bulletin advertisers, at this time we are honoring these ads for the interim.
Naturally, the parish would like to once again build an advertising revenue that will sustain the publication of the bulletin. If you are a business owner or

Lastly, in our efforts to minimize costs, the weekly print quantity has been reduced. If you find that you do not actually utilize and benefit from a paper
copy of the bulletin, please consider refraining from taking one. The bulletin will continue to be sent via email to those who are signed up for parish
emails, and it is also available on the parish website - stpeteritasca.com. Thank you for you understanding and support.
